25th, 1944.

My 60th anniversary post about Congressional Medal of Honor Winner Cpl Desmond T. Doss, a
conscientious objector who refused to carry a weapon, but saved lives. What did his CMOH earned on
Okinawa on May 5th, 1945 have to do with October 25th, 1944? He was ashore at Leyte Gulf that day.

Not only that,
at Leyte Gulf, Desmond Doss went out onto open ground to save a man shot by a sniper, despite the
sniper not being located and killed.
