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Today in History: Llttle Big Horn

Description

A quite interesting lesson in history popped into view today, on the anniversary of the famous Battle at
Little Big Horn. From the LA Times, an article about how the aftermath of that battle was one of, and
still is Indians who have served in our military proudly:

What few Americans know is that the command of about 600 men Custer led into battle in
1876 included about 35 American Indians, mostly Arikaras but also six Crow and a few
Santee Sioux. Some of the Indian scouts would die alongside the 7th Cavalry at Little
Bighorn. Others would ride away as the fighting began and spend the rest of their lives
recounting what little they saw of the battle. What almost no one knows is that men from the
same tribes that fought against Custer would, one year later, be riding alongside the U.S.
Army as scouts in the campaign against the Nez Perce — orythat the Indian scouts who
served the Army in the 19th century became one of the precursors to the Army Special
Forces, also known as Green Berets.
